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An Epiphany House Blessing

'‘Chalking the door’ is an ancient custom of the church in
Epiphany, as Christians mark the feast and the
beginning of the new year by asking God’s blessing on
their homes. Traditionally, doorposts are marked with
the initials of the wise men, to symbolise Christian
hospitality to visitors. It also reminds us that Christ is
incarnate in the love and care we show to each other in
our ordinary lives, and in friends and strangers who
cross the threshold of our homes during the year.

If you would like to, please take a piece of chalk home
at the end of the service, and use it to mark the
doorpost of your house, or another entrance, as follows:
20 + C+ M + B + 24. As you mark the entrance, you
may pray wish to pray the following prayer:

The three wise men:

C Caspar
M Melchior
B and Balthasar

followed the star of God’s son who became human.

20 two thousand

24 and twenty-four years ago

++ may Christ bless our home

++ and remain with us throughout the year.
