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Picturing the Passion: Holy Week through our Church Building

Gospel Reading
Hear the Gospel
of our Lord Jesus Christ
according to John
Glory to you, O Lord.

John 13:1-17,31b-35

Now before the festival of the Passover, Jesus knew that his hour had
come to depart from this world and go to the Father. Having loved
his own who were in the world, he loved them to the end. The devil
had already put it into the heart of Judas son of Simon Iscariot to
betray him. And during supper Jesus, knowing that the Father had
given all things into his hands, and that he had come from God and
was going to God, got up from the table, took off his outer robe, and
tied a towel around himself. Then he poured water into a basin and
began to wash the disciples’ feet and to wipe them with the towel
that was tied around him. Jesus came to Simon Peter, who said to
him, ‘Lord, are you going to wash my feet?’ Jesus answered, ‘You do
not know now what I am doing, but later you will understand.’ Peter
said to him, ‘You will never wash my feet.” Jesus answered, ‘Unless I
wash you, you have no share with me.” Simon Peter said to him,
‘Lord, not my feet only but also my hands and my head!’ Jesus said
to him, ‘One who has bathed does not need to wash, except for the
feet, but is entirely clean. And you are clean, though not all of
you.’ For he knew who was to betray him; for this reason he said,
‘Not all of you are clean.’
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After he had washed their feet, had put on his robe, and had
returned to the table, he said to them, ‘Do you know what I have
done to you? You call me Teacher and Lord—and you are right, for
that is what I am. So if I, your Lord and Teacher, have washed your
feet, you also ought to wash one another’s feet. For I have set you
an example, that you also should do as I have done to you. Very
truly, I tell you, servants are not greater than their master, nor are
messengers greater than the one who sent them. If you know these
things, you are blessed if you do them.

When he had gone out, Jesus said, ‘Now the Son of Man has been
glorified, and God has been glorified in him. If God has been glorified
in him, God will also glorify him in himself and will glorify him at
once. Little children, I am with you only a little longer. You will look
for me; and as I said to the Jews so now I say to you, "Where I am
going, you cannot come.” I give you a new commandment, that you
love one another. Just as I have loved you, you also should love one
another. By this everyone will know that you are my disciples, if you
have love for one another.’

The story of Christ’s agony in the garden is read.
Mark 14.32-42

They went to a place called Gethsemane; and he said to his disciples, 'Sit
here while I pray.’ He took with him Peter and James and John, and began
to be distressed and agitated. And he said to them, 'I am deeply grieved,
even to death; remain here, and keep awake.” And going a little farther,
he threw himself on the ground and prayed that, if it were possible, the
hour might pass from him.

He said, ‘Abba, Father, for you all things are possible; remove this cup
from me; yet, not what I want, but what you want.” He came and found
them sleeping; and he said to Peter, ‘Simon, are you asleep? Could you
not keep awake one hour? Keep awake and pray that you may not come
into the time of trial; the spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is weak.” And
again he went away and prayed, saying the same words. And once more
he came and found them sleeping, for their eyes were very heavy; and
they did not know what to say to him. He came a third time and said to
them, ‘Are you still sleeping and taking your rest? Enough! The hour has
come; the Son of Man is betrayed into the hands of sinners. Get up, let us
be going. See, my betrayer is at hand.’

During the Watch, you may wish to use any of the following meditations to
help focus your prayer:

Meditation One

Jesus said to Peter, James, and John, ‘I am deeply grieved, even to death;
remain here, and keep awake.” And going a little farther, he threw himself
on the ground and prayed that, if it were possible, the hour might pass
from him.

Mark 14:34-36
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In the Garden of Gethsemane, our God feels the weight of human misery.
Alone, weeping, and overwhelmed with grief, the weakness of humanity
meets the strength of God in Jesus.

And in that strength he prays that God’s will be done.

As we watch with him in this garden, let us pray for God to fill us with that
same courage, and strengthen us for whatever lies ahead.

Meditation Two

Jesus came and found the disciples sleeping; and he said to Peter, ‘Simon,
are you asleep? Could you not keep awake one hour? Keep awake and
pray that you may not come into the time of trial; the spirit indeed is

willing, but the flesh is weak.’
Mark 14:37-38

Sleep claims those whose eyelids are heavy, and the disciples squander those
last precious hours. They would not sleep if their hearts could understand.

And we, who keep watch because we know what is coming, we are no
more faithful, no more loving, no more wise.

Meditation Three

While Peter was below in the courtyard, one of the servant-girls of the high
priest came by. When she saw Peter warming himself, she stared at him
and said, ‘You also were with Jesus, the man from Nazareth.’ But he denied
it, saying, ‘I do not know or understand what you are talking about.’

Mark 14:66-68

The disciples flee and Peter denies he ever met Jesus. His fear is so great
he doesn’t even remember that Jesus predicted this.

We deny him too when we fail to live as he has asked us, when we refuse
to let our faith be known, when we deny what is right for fear of losing
what is comfortable.

As we pray in silence, let us ask forgiveness for our failure to speak out for
Jesus.

Ah, holy Jesu, how hast thou offended,
that we to judge thee have in hate pretended!
By foes derided, by thine own rejected,

O most afflicted.

Who was the guilty? Who brought this upon thee?
Alas, my treason, Jesu, hath undone thee.

Meditation Four

At that moment the cock crowed for the second time. Then Peter
remembered that Jesus had said to him, ‘Before the cock crows twice, you

will deny me three times.” And he broke down and wept.
Mark 14:72

At dawn, Peter wept for his unfaithfulness; in the darkness, we remember
ours. We watch with the same Jesus who will hang upon the cross, who
suffers for our sin.

But Easter is coming, and the dawning day will bring with it the love that
conquers death. And in that love we too are forgiven and restored.

As we rest in the presence of God, pray for that love to surround us.

Here is the source of every sacrament,

The all-transforming presence of the Lord,
Replenishing our every element

Remaking us in his creative Word.

For here the earth herself gives bread and wine,
The air delights to bear his Spirit’s speech,
The fire dances where the candles shine,
