Remembering Cecil Sharp - a commemorative celebration

There will be short talks on aspects of recent research on Cecil Sharp,
together with songs, music and readings. There will also be an exhibition
of photographs and memorabilia from Headington Quarry Morris Dancers’
archives.

The speakers are David Sutcliffe, Brian Peters, Keith Chandler and Michael
Heaney.

Cecil Sharp died on June 23rd 1924. A hundred years later, in the village
of Headington Quarry where he first encountered traditional Morris
dancing, we will hold an event to commemorate his life and work.

Cecil Sharp was largely responsible for the world of English folk music and
dance which we enjoy today. Without Sharp and his work we would know
little about so many facets of folk tradition, and the present-day folk
revival, if it existed at all, would be very different.

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dancer William Kimber, it seems only right that we should commemorate
the hundredth anniversary of his death in Headington itself.
